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Internal Shelter Area Items: 

☐ Emergency lighting installed in the area 

☐ Phone as means of communications 

☐ Water (1 gallon, per person, per day) 

☐ Food (non-perishable) 

☐ Manual can opener (if food is canned) 

☐ Eating utensils & plates 

☐ Blankets 

☐ Moist towelettes (baby wipes) 

☐ Hand sanitizer 

☐ Pocket knife or other cutting tool 

☐ Duct tape 

☐ Plastic sheet (to create shelter or seal door) 

☐ Flashlight with extra batteries 

☐ Chemical glow sticks with zip ties 

 (Supplemental light without using flashlight) 

 (Zip ties are to hang glow sticks) 

☐ 1st aid kit 

☐ Lighter or waterproof matches 

☐ Emergency whistle (for summoning help) 

☐ Basic toolkit 

☐ Dust masks 

☐ Work gloves 

☐ NOAA Weather Radio 

 (Battery powered with extra batteries) 

☐ Permanent marker
